a. LDCM presentation cancelled due to illness.

b. AirForce presentation cancelled due to personal conflict.

4.  Cameron Parish aerial collection.

a. Area was severely impacted by Hurricane Rita. Houses in the marshes were totaled as severely as the MS Gulf Coast in Katrina, but the area is not as urban. The imagery collection will be used for locating damaged buildings, etc. 
b. Flown with east/west flightlines

c. Film-based collection at 1:18,000

d. Scanned at 1000 dpi for a .6 meter GSD, just shy of 2 feet

e. Not geo-referenced

f. Collected on 4 rolls – about 10,000 frames – 259 gig total

g. Nov 16-22 flight dates

h. Available at NWRC – www.lacoast.gov.  The image outline, browse, and jpeg download are available here. Will also ship full res imagery to EROS for posting on ftp site.
5. Round table discussion

a. Pat O’Neil – The first delivery of DMC pan-sharpened 1-meter CIR DOQQs will arrive the first week of February. Coverage from the Texas/Louisiana border to Bay St. Louis. Currently being QCed, and will eventually be added to the seamless inventory. 
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b. Pat O’Neil - Plans are being considered for a possible Mississippi River corridor aerial collection. The area would go from the the mouth of the river through New Orleans, to Baton Rouge, to Natchez.  It would be a true color collection for gathering info on the levies for the USACE.

c. Pat O’Neil - The New Orleans Regional Planning Commission wants to proceed in collecting 6” color imagery of New Orleans that would  correspond to the 133 Urban Areas footprint. Should know the status by the end of the month as they want to fly in February. USGS/NGA would be partners.
d. Erica Boghiti – The Texas 2004 1 meter CIR imagery is available for download at TNRIS. It is in tiff format. TNRIS is working with FEMA on a disaster clearinghouse plan. 

e. Erica Boghiti/Tom Moore – The post Rita Texas Lidar data is not available yet. Texas is planning a statewide Lidar collect this spring.

f. Susan Stitt – Several USGS staff will be attending Avian flu meetings at NorthCom and in Alaska later this month.
