2. Review of UAV telecon

3. Plans for response during upcoming hurricane season

a. Chris – DHS – Imagery thru the middle of New Jersey has been provided for PIXIA. Supporting NOC thru the ICAV platform.  Will access PIXIA as WMS and nationwide select thru Icubed – most current imagery at 1 meter with view only license. Must have login to HSIN to get to ICAV. IRSCC will stand up at a cat3. b. Gaila – Having an exercise next week – one in Houston, one in San Antonio, one in Pasadena. NWRC is taking the storm response vehicle from USGS NWRC to Houston.

c. Brent – Louisiana – Had RS/GIS conference last week. Coordinated planning efforts by state/Fed reps. Panel discussion on last day about where headed with data sets.  FEMA will share all data with state. Good opportunities for state and Feds to talk before the season.  Data mining workshop will be held in July this year. 

d. Yvette – NGA – Gearing up with typical questions.  Copy of data from USGS. Planning meeting on Friday.  Will post analysis products to HSIN. 

e. Lou – USGS is offering support in web imagery through EROS and contract support through GPSC. Florida is on a 3 year cycle.

f. Steve Dicks – Florida  - Provided 2006 data to Lou for posting on USGS site.  2007 data being forwarded as accepted. Vendors will release data if needed before accepted by state. State OEM will be primary contact for coordinating data thru EROS.  WMD may fly if need high water marks or something like that

g. Glenn – USDA – Flying LA, MS, FL, GA, and ME this year.  If a storm hits they will make the data available. They will reload the disks with new data from this year. i. Dan Redieske – DHS – Florida has gone to the US National Grid. Steve D – Imagery has its own grid, not the National Grid. Will look for context of statement.  It can be referenced in an ARC Map project, but not more. Lou – Florida OEM has adopted the US National Grid for their work. 

j. Carol Giffin – USGS – Working with Regional FEMA office providing critical facilities data to help with HAZUS modeling. 

k. Renae Jacokes-Mancini – USFS – Region 8 (southern region) has put together an all hazards web site.  Developed internal structure including the NIFC site - FTP site for data exchange.  Developed a Geo-Data Book –critical facilites database with direct links to contact information. Can run without a direct copy of ARC. DHS imagery will be merged with the GeoBook in next 2 months. 

l. Brenda Jones – USGS -  USGS is trying to speed up the contracting process for aerial photography.  The data will be made available through HDDS, PIXIA, and media if required.  Glenn raised the issue that the image name is too long to be used in PCI.  Need to try in other software packages and determine if it will work before we ask vendors to comply with the new convention. Please provide feedback if you have tried the new names in your software packages.  EROS tried the images with the new naming convention in ENVI, ERDAS, and ARCGIS and had no problems.
